This packet includes the following forms: MAD-CIV-010 Confidential Declaration (pursuant to local rule 5.1.36), FL-
260 Petition for Custody and Support of Minor Child Children, FL-311 Child Custody and Visitation (Parenting Time) 
Application Attachment (optional form), FL-105 UCCJEA, FL-210 Summons (Uniform Parentage – Petition for 
Custody and Support), , FL-150 Income and Expense Declaration (if you are asking for child support), FL-115 Proof 
of Service of Summons. There is also form FL-270 Response to Petition for Custody and Support of Minor Children, 
which is served blank with the above documents. 
 

1. Fill out your forms 

Fill out the forms listed above to the best of your ability. DO NOT fill out form FL-270 Response to Petition 

for Custody and Support of Minor Children. 

2. Have your forms reviewed 

Ask the court's family law facilitator/self-help center (located on the 1st Floor or call 559-416-5520) to review 

your paperwork. You can also hire your own lawyer to review your papers or to get legal advice. 

 

3. You will need copies 

You will need at least 2 copies. One copy will be for you; another copy will be for your child’s other parent. 

The original is for the court.  

 

4. File your forms with the court clerk 

Take your forms to the Civil Division (located on the 4th Floor). The clerk will keep the original and return the 

copies to you file stamped. You will have to pay a filing fee. If you cannot afford the fee, you can ask for a 

fee waiver. 

5. Serve your papers on the other parent 

Have someone (NOT you) serve/deliver to the other parent a copy of your papers and a blank FL-270 

Response. 

6. File your Proof of Service 

Have your server fill out a proof of service, form FL-115, and give it to you so you can file it with the court. If 

possible, have your family law facilitator/self-help center review it to make sure it was filled out properly. You 

will need 1 copy of your proof of service, take both to file with the clerk, the clerk will return the copy to you 

for your records. 

 

7. Wait 30 days for the other parent to respond 

The other parent (now called the “respondent”) has 30 days from the date he or she was served to file a 

response with the court. Depending on whether the respondent responds within the 30 days or not, your 

next step will vary. 

 

You will need to prepare and file additional documents to get court orders or a judgment.  

If you do not want to wait until your judgment to get orders for custody, visitation, or support, you may want 

to complete, file and serve the “Request for Order” packet. The Request for Order is used to ask the court 

to set a hearing date and make orders. This packet can be served on the other party along with this initial 

petition.

STANDARD RESTRAINING ORDER
(Parentage—Custody and Support)

Starting immediately, you and every other party are restrained from removing from the state, or applying for a
passport for, the minor child or children for whom this action seeks to establish a parent-child relationship or
a custody order without the prior written consent of every other party or an order of the court.

This restraining order takes effect against the petitioner when he or she files the petition and against the respondent
when he or she is personally served with the Summons and Petition OR when he or she waives and accepts service.

This restraining order remains in effect until the judgment is entered, the petition is dismissed, or the court makes
other orders.

This order is enforceable anywhere in California by any law enforcement officer who has received or seen a copy of it.
